What you need to know about
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Students apply to the program through the Study Abroad office website using Terra dotta Study Abroad software.  Faculty Coordinators will be automatically emailed as applications come in.  Additionally, students are required to register for the study tour course and should require a permission number to do this. You are expected to provide course permission numbers and monitor the academic enrollment in order to ensure the numbers are sufficient.

Coordinators should be aware that all participants must be enrolled as Parkside students. If someone is interested but not currently enrolled, he/she can be admitted as a “Special Student" by following the procedures of the Parkside Admissions Office.  
  
Coordinators may establish application requirements including an essay, interview or recommendations.  The ISS/SA must know about these requirements so that they can be included in the Study Abroad application process.  Program Coordinators cannot refuse qualified students.  Additionally, all students must receive Disciplinary Clearance by the Dean of Students Office.   

In the "Student Requirements for Your Program"  form you are asked to establish a list of capabilities necessary for a successful experience in this unique course structure.  These physical, communication, adaptation and independence requirements help students determine if the program is a good fit for them.  You can add additional requirements if needed. 
Standard requirements include:
	Carrying own luggage
	Sharing lodging accommodation
	Taking care of own health/medical needs

	Walking more than XX miles in a day
	Respectfully adapting to new foods & traditions
	Traveling to/from the US independently (as needed)

	Mounting staircases
	Locating own meals (restaurants, groceries)
	Navigating through a foreign city independently and using public transportation resources

	Adhering to rules & safety guidelines
	Attending programmed activities at varying hours throughout the day
	Respectfully adapting to local behavior/social practices (dress & appropriate language)

	Communicating issues & concerns to group coordinator
	Addressing others with respect & dignity
	Adapting to the demands of group travel (limited independence & alone time).





Students should receive a complete syllabus identifying the academic requirements of the program as well as locations where students will be staying well in advance of departure.  A detailed itinerary should also be available to students as they wish to know what to expect in regard to lodging, food and program activities.

Finally, all students are informed that the University disciplinary policies are applicable 24 hours per day throughout the program.  If they are displaying behaviors that risk the health or safety of themselves or others, their participation may be terminated.  Also, if their participation is seriously jeopardizing the study abroad experience of other students, they can be terminated.  Under these rare circumstances, any additional costs that are generated from the dismissal of the student from the program, are charged to the student.
